4.   The Gospel Before the Law    Genesis 18:18 
 

 

This one is preached to a Hebrew before the law.  It has nothing to do with 
the New Testament plan of salvation, it has nothing to do with a Jewish the-
ocracy on this earth and it has nothing to do with God as 
"Creator" (Revelation 14:6). It is a general statement that God will use 
Abraham to bless the Nations.  
 

5. The Gospel of Rest    Hebrews 4:2,3  
 

This was the 'good news' that Israel could whip giants.  Again, this gospel 
has nothing to do with the gospel preached today - which is Paul’s Gospel. 
 

The pulpit liars and critics of today spiritualize verses 3-8 in Hebrews 4 
and steal them from Israel and falsely apply them to Christians today.  They 
can't understand the prophetic doctrine being given to the Hebrews about 
reentering the land of PALESTINE after A.D. 1917.   
 

The spiritual application is in verse 10, but even then, WORKS were con-
nected with it (vs 11).  It is still not Paul's gospel, so you would be 
'anathema' if you preached it as the gospel in this age (Galatians 1:18). 
 

6.   The Gospel of Peace    Isaiah 52:7 
 

Paul boldly wrests Isaiah 52:7 from its context where Christ's 'literal reign' 
is being preached  to Jews in Jerusalem who survived the Tribulation 
(Zech. 14:9,14,16; Joel 3:4,17-21; Isaiah 52:9,10) and applies it, spiritu-
ally, to Church Age preachers (Romans 10:15) as an illustration of the gos-
pel he preached (Romans 10:14).  He can do this by applying Isaiah 53:1 
Rom 10:16 to a rejection of the death, burial, and resurrection of Christ, for 
Christ is dying for SINS in Isaiah 53 ("who hath believed our report:).  
 

Paul's illustrations were spiritual applications of Old Testament passages 
(cf. for example, Acts 13:40-41; Ro. 1:17, 9:25-26; etc.) to the New Testa-
ment gospel.  This will mislead any anti-Semitic, Gentile 'Christian' who 
wanted to steal the LITERAL promises given to Israel - the ones that dealt 
with crops (Joel 2), weather conditions (Is. 30:26), nature (Is. 11), real es-
tate (Ez. 48) and political power (Is. 41:11, 60:12) - and apply them to 
Gentile Christianity (Catholic, Lutheran, Anglican Greek Orthodox, etc.).  
 

This gospel can be called the gospel of peace because when a sinner be-
lieves the gospel of the grace of God (which is NOT the same thing), God 
gives him PEACE (John 14:27; Romans 5:1) as an individual.  We are 
NOT talking about a physical peace in the world - the peace that passeth all 
understanding right now is in our heart.  

 

7.   The Gospels according to Matthew, Mark, Luke John 
 

There is an overlapping between Matthew, Mark, Luke and John as all 
four record the crucifixion, death, burial and resurrection of Christ.   And 
additionally, Acts 1-8 is an extension of the Gospels and is BEFORE Paul. 
 
 
No two gospels are exactly identical, although two of them overlap; the 
Kingdom of God and the Kingdom of Heaven; and the Gospel of Peace and 
the Gospel of the Grace of God. 
 
Paul didn't know that Christ's death had been a once-and-for-all final atone-
ment for sins by a sin-bearer (see Acts 3:19) until AFTER Acts 10.  Before 
Peter made his final statement on the plan of salvation in Acts 15:11, he 
had to talk with the one who said that HIS gospel (Romans 16:24) was 
THE one to be preached until Christ came back. 
 
Paul did not mention that 'another gospel' would be preached by an angel 
(Galatians 1:8) AFTER this age was over and the time of Jacob's Trouble 
(Jeremiah 30:7) would come.  And folks, that time WILL come 
(Revelation 14) and "another gospel" will be preached by an angel 
(Revelation 14:6) and he will NOT be accursed (anathema).  

1.  Paul’s Gospel of the Grace of God  Acts 20:24; I Cor 15:3,4  
 

This is a gospel revealed to Paul (Gal. 1; Eph 3:1-6); he sometimes 
calls it 'my gospel' for that very reason (Rom 2:16). It EXCLUDES all 
"sacraments," all memberships in any church (local or otherwise), and it 
EXCLUDES all religious works of any kind (Acts 15:11); it was never 
preached in Acts chapters 1-7.  This is our gospel for right now!  TO-
DAY!  This is what we are to preach today!  Rom through Phm only. 

 

Paul said if anybody in this age preaches any other gospel to you, let 
him be anathema (accursed).  Galatians 1:6-9 We preach the gospel of 
the grace of God - Paul's gospel - the gospel of God - the gospel of 
Christ! The teachings from the RISEN Saviour to the Gentiles! 
 

 

2.  The Gospel of the Kingdom   Matthew 4:23   
 

This Gospel comes in two installments: one is a literal, physical, visible 
kingdom (Matt. 6:10,13; Lk 19:12,15; Acts 1:6) which is in a mystery 
form in this age (Matt. 13:11,15).  It is called "the kingdom of heaven."  
 

The other installment is "the kingdom of God" which amounts to a 
spiritual kingdom (Romans 14:17) which will not materialize (Acts 
14:22; 20:25) until you can SEE it (John 3:3) when it's King shows up. 
You can only enter it and see it when you are saved!  
 

If these two kingdoms are confounded today, as they most certainly are 
as all Roman Catholics have confounded them for fifteen centuries, you 
wind up with demoniac church-states which believe their destinies are 
to take Israel's Old Testament promises and apply them to Gentiles so 
the Jews never get them.  
 

3.  The Everlasting Gospel   Revelation 14:6 
 

This gospel has nothing to do with the death of Christ, the burial of 
Christ, the resurrection of Christ or any 'church' or anyone 'spreading 
any kingdom.'   An angel preaches this gospel.   Hebrews through Jude 
 

Paul did preach the truth and yet this angel is not cursed.  Why not?  
Because this is a gospel BEYOND the church age which Paul was talk-
ing about.  This angel preaches during the Tribulation.  There are no 
Christians present on this earth from Revelation 4 through to chap 19.  
 

The greatest verses that prove the rapture of Christ (The church: Ephe-
sians 1:22-23; Colossians 1:24) in "pre tribulation" are in the book 
about the Tribulation: Revelation 7 & 14.  There are more than fourteen 
verses in the NT that show you that NO CHRISTIAN in the body of 
Christ will ever be around to even have to "take the mark of the 
beast" (Revelation 14).  
 

Not one member of the Body of Christ is present in Rev. 4:1 to 19:14! 
If anyone says a Christian would be in Revelation 7, he would have to 
be in one of two separate groups (Revelation 7:4-8 or 9-14) where 
there is a definite distinction between Jew and Gentile (I Corinthians 
12:13; Galatians 3:28).  In the Body of Christ (I Corinthians 12:13), 
there is NO DISTINCTION and you are told by the liars in our pulpits 
today that you are to look for the coming of the Son of Perdition instead 
of the coming of the Lord Jesus Christ.  Philippians 3:20 and Titus 
2:13.  
 

If even ONE Christian would be here on this earth in Revelation 14, 
then that angel IS preaching another gospel - and he certainly does 
preach it.  That Christian would have to tell anyone who is listening to 
that angel that he is listening to one of the devil's angels (Revelation 
12:9) for Paul said he was accursed (Galatians 1:8).  
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
